Call To Order:

The Mayor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Thursday, May 14, 2009.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The roll was called.  One member was absent.

Minutes:

The Mayor asked if everyone had had a chance to review the minutes of the Special Meeting held April 30, 2009 and if there were any corrections or comments. As there were none, the Mayor asked for a motion to approve the minutes.

Mary made a motion to approve the minutes of the Special Council Meeting for April 30, 2009.  Bill seconded the motion and the motion passed with four yeas and Jason abstaining.

The Mayor asked if everyone had had a chance to review the minutes of the Regular Meeting held March 12, 2009 and if there were any corrections or comments. As there were none, the Mayor asked for a motion to approve the minutes.

Penny made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting for March 12, 2009.  Chad seconded the motion and the motion passed unopposed.

Business of Guests:  

Gerrie Janis read a prepared statement dated May 14, 2009.  It was read as follows:

Chief Jim Hite handed out copies of the monthly reports and then reviewed them with Council.  He reported that the rescue vehicle was in the shop for repair.

He said that there had been 39 runs to the Village – 25 EMS and 14 Fire.

He said that he had spoken to both the Marathon Station representative and Walnut Twp. Fire Marshall Billy Phillips about the fire hydrant on State Route 188 that is not working.

He is working with Billy Phillips regarding the inspections of the businesses in the Walnut Twp. portion of Pleasantville.  He said that he thinks that the Fire Department will do the inspections just to get them done.

The prosecuting attorney has put the Marathon annexation on the back burner.  A clear deed to Geiger Cemetery has been located.

Mr. Hite would like a new map of the water system with the flow rates when the waterline project is completed. 

Jason said that he wanted to thank the Garden Club for the donation and all of their work planting in the past.  The Mayor assured them that the money would be put in a separate account.

Deputy Boring said that there had been a few speeding issues.

The Mayor said that now that the bump on Main Street had been repaired, there would even more speeders.

The Clerk gave the deputy the signed contract for coverage by the Fairfield County Sheriff’s Department for 2009 and reminded the deputy to check his box.  He said that he was not aware that he had a box, as his predecessor had not told him about it.  

The Clerk also asked the deputy for log sheets beginning in November 2008 to the present.  She told him that she needed them to pay the invoices.  Deputy Boring said that this would give him something to do while he was not on active duty.  The Clerk said that there was no need to rush except for the November and December 2008 log sheets as the Department was waiting to be paid for those two months.  She hasn’t been invoiced for any of the other months yet.

Deputy Boring said that he would be off 6 to 8 weeks due to his injury.

John Snook entered and took his seat.

Finance:

The Mayor turned over the meeting to Jason for the report of the Finance Committee.  Jason presented Resolution 5-14-09-1, which reads as follows:

Penny made a motion to approve Resolution 5-14-09-1.  Bill seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Jason asked the Clerk if there was anything he needed to add.  She said that he should tell them the state of the General Fund.  Jason said that the Clerk had given everyone Cash Summary By Fund reports for the month of April and to date for May.  Jason Said that the General Fund is a little over $8,000.00 so everyone needed to be careful about what was spent from the General Fund and those Funds that receive transfers in from the General Fund.  Those funds include the Pool Fund, Community Center Fund and Park Fund.

The Mayor and Jason directed the Clerk to split the cost of the mulch between the Community Center and the Parks with 75% going to the Community Center and 25% going to the Parks.

Streets:

Ralph said that the backhoe could not pull itself soon after they started out to use it for the first time.  He said that when he checked, he learned that it would cost $2,500.00 for a rebuilt transmission but that if he bought the parts to repair it himself, it would only cost about $452.00.

He said that the man, who had sold the Village the backhoe had come to the Village to drop off the operating manual and when he learned of the problems with the backhoe, had said that he would pay for the parts for the repair since we were supplying the labor.

Ralph reported that the construction crew had filled out the cutouts from the waterline replacement and were going to topcoat the roads today but the rain had delayed the paving until tomorrow (weather permitting.) 

Ralph said that the school construction crew planned to be out of the pool area and have it cleaned up this week.  Again, the rain may delay their progress.

Ralph said that the pump for the pool has been rebuilt.

Fairfield Pool Solutions will be making the VGBA modifications to the pools.

Ralph asked the Clerk if she had ordered the chlorine and she said that she had.  She said that she had checked around for better prices and learned that the current supplier, KOK, was offering the best prices.  They have promised that each time the Village orders chlorine for both the pool and the Water Plant, they will discount the chlorine price by $0.10 per gallon.

Ralph reported that there had been brown water yesterday and that he did not know what had caused it.

The Mayor reported that he had received a letter stating that 3.9 million dollars in government stimulus money was available and that he was applying for resurfacing the Village roadways.  He said that the Council needed to designate the order of need for resurfacing to the Village streets.  This was discussed.  The Mayor said that he would submit this to the engineers. 

Zoning:  

The property at 402 S. Main Street was going to be sold in a sheriff’s sale.

Melanie has asked if Council wants to mow overgrown properties themselves or if she should hire the mowing out to the contractor she used last year.  The matter was discussed and the possible damage to the Village mower was mentioned as well as the fact that the cost would be recovered by assessments to the property taxes.

John made a motion to hire out the mowing.  Bill seconded the motion and the motion passed unopposed.

Bill asked about an occupancy certificate.  The Clerk said that she remembered the previous Zoning Inspector issuing one.  She will look for the form.

The recliner had not been removed from the yard of the property at S. Main St. as of the last Zoning Meeting.

Community Center:

The Baked Steak Dinner will be Saturday.  Each Council member is asked to donate two pies for the dinner.

They will begin frying the steaks at 8:00 a.m. on Saturday.  There are enough cooks for Saturday morning.   Jason said that the dinner will begin at 4:00 p.m. and asked everyone who is not cooking to be there at 2:30 to 3:00 p.m. to help with the serving, etc.

The Clerk asked for approval to get $50.00 in ones for change for the dinner.  Jason made the motion to approve the Clerk’s getting $50.00 in ones to use as change. Mary seconded the motion and the motion passed unopposed.

Last month, Ken Moody of the Cornerstone Community Church had made a proposal to use the Community Center building for his ACTS program to help the Village children with homework.  He is anxious to begin the program before the school term ends.  The matter was discussed.

Penny made a motion to charge Mr. Moody the full rate and to reimburse him if the Village Solicitor approves the program, etc.  John seconded the motion and the motion passed unopposed.

Park and Pool:

The Village was awarded the $50,000.00 grant to refurbish the pool.  The work on the VGBA modifications to the drainage system will begin on the 25th or 26th of May.

The YMCA would not put up the Village posters for lifeguards until after they have reached their own lifeguard quota.

Today someone came to the Village to take pictures of the pool for the grant documentation.

The Mayor said that a date should be set to clear out all of the old playground equipment from around the pool.  John said that the concrete would need to be knocked off the legs of the equipment.

The Mayor said that the basketball hoops should be saved for use at the new park.

Jason asked about the opening date for the pool. Ralph said that he thought that everything would be ready the second week of June.

The Clerk asked John about the pool-permit application forms that she had given him several weeks ago.  She said that she needed the signed form so that she could send them along with the check for the application fees.  John said that he had lost the forms.  The Clerk said that she would make him copies of the forms tomorrow.

Jason said that the Mayor had done a lot of pushing for the pool grant and deserves a lot of the credit.

The Mayor reported that Carol Philips of the CFLP Solid Waste District had come to the Village Monday for the annual inspection of the recycled items given to the Village.  The Mayor said that he had asked her about a grant for park equipment.  She said that she would email the Village an application form.  He asked the Clerk if it had come and she said that it had not.

The Mayor said that Jason had brought to his attention the stimulus money available in Fairfield County to put 1000 young people to work.  The County would pay the wages of the young people who might be able to work in the Village.  Jason will check into the program further.

Grant Updates:

The Mayor said that the application would be prepared for the resurfacing of the Village streets.  He said that hopefully the Lincoln Avenue Waterline Replacement project would begin soon so that it could be completed before the next school year.

Regional Planning:

The Mayor said that Margie Burket had been a big help in getting the stimulus grant for the pool.  She had talked to the Commissioners and attended the meetings.  The Mayor said that he had talked to Commissioner Judy Shupe twice about the grant.

Old Business:

 A joint meeting is planned for the 27th of May to sign the fire station contract if Walnut Township approves the contract at their May 21st meeting.

The Marathon annexation is still pending.  The State of Ohio does not like to transfer cemeteries from one jurisdiction to another.

New Business:

The Mayor said that Memorial Day would soon be here and a lot should be done before it arrived.  He said that the planters donated by the Edna Troup Memorial Fund should be planted.  He said that he had talked to Leon Golden of the American Legion about 24 new American flags for the Village flagpoles.  Ralph said that he thought that Leon had gotten the flags.

The Mayor asked John who would be in charge when the Pool Manager was not working.

The electrical box at the pool should be buried instead of having a tub over it.  Ralph said that Claypool should be contacted about a quote for this job.

The Mayor has asked Alan if the money already spent on the VGBA modifications could be recovered from the grant money.

Ralph, with the Mayor’s support, proposed that the water rates be increased by $1.00 per thousand gallons.  Jason said that an investigation should be conducted first to determine the need for the increase.  The Mayor and Ralph cited the increased costs for chemicals and the loan payments that will need to be paid as well as the current low balance in the Water Fund.

Jason still insisted that before an increase was instituted detailed research should be conducted to determine the exact amount needed.

The Mayor appointed a subcommittee of Jason, Penny and Chad (with the assistance of Ralph and the Clerk) to research the matter and report at the next Council meeting. 

Adjournment:

As there was no further business to be discussed, the Mayor asked for a motion to adjourn.  Jason made the motion to adjourn.  Penny seconded the motion and the motion passed.
